1.) What are the steps I need to take to become a member?

2.) Where can I find an Ethics Test?

3.) How much are the dues? 

The dues are paid annually and are $380.00 in 2010.
4.) Are the dues pro-rated? 

The dues are NOT pro-rated. Fees for new membership only are pro-rated.
5.) Are you and Trend MLS the same? When can I sign-up for Trend?
 No. Trend MLS is a separate entity. You can sign-up for Trend once you receive confirmation of your membership with BCCAR. We cannot accept fees for Trend. All changes made to personal profiles in Trend MUST then, be communicated to BCCAR as well.  Our databases are not shared.
6.) Where do I get a Supra Key and how much does it cost?
Once you receive an email confirming your BCCAR membership you can come in and get a key the next day. NOTE: You are leasing the key. Therefore, the one who will be using the key must be the one who signs the contract and picks up the key. SHARING OF THE KEYS IS PROHIBITED. The keys are pro-rated on a monthly basis. 7.) Do I have to return the Supra Key if I am no longer using it?
YES! This is extremely important because you are LEASING the key. If you are no longer in need of the key, please return it and the charger to BCCAR as soon as possible. Since you have leased the key, it is your responsibility to bring it back. You will continue to be charged for it and could be put into collections by Supra if not returned.

10.) How can I change my personal information / update emails, etc.?
BCCAR’s Internet Member Services (IMS) is a real-time, online database that works in-tandem with our in-house system.  To Login visit: http://ims.bccar.us and use your NRDS # and the password – welcome. Once logged in, please change your password. (We will be able to retrieve it for you, if you forget it). Through IMS you can register for events and classes, pay dues, shop our store, update personal information, and more! 
11.) What is my NRDS number and where do I find it?
NRDS stands for – National REALTOR® Database System and it is a number similar to a social security number in the fact that you will have it for as long as you are a REALTOR®. You can call BCCAR and we can look up your number for you, access your number off your BCCAR or NAR® membership cards and even find the number on the magazines from NAR®.
12.) Do I get any of my dues or fees back if I leave the industry within the year?

No. Dues cannot be returned after the first of the new year, as they have already been sent to state and national and BCCAR has been billed by them. NOTE: Invoices go out via email (no paper bills are sent) on or before November 1st and are due by the end of the month.

The REALTORS® Political Action Committee (RPAC) is a nonpartisan organization that assists in the election candidates who support private property rights and other issues that have a direct impact on the real estate industry on a local, state and national level.  (Continued on next page)
RPAC is funded through voluntary contributions* from members of the REALTOR® association. One-hundred percent of RPAC contributions are used to support REALTOR®-friendly candidates, 70 percent of which goes towards state and local offices and 30 percent is sent to NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF REALTORS® (NAR) to back congressional candidates.  

* Contributions are not deductible for income tax purposes. Contributions to RPAC are voluntary and are used for political purposes. You may contribute more or less than the suggested amount. You may refuse to contribute without reprisal and the National Association of REALTORS® or any of its state associations or local boards will not favor or disfavor any member because of the amount contributed. 70% of each contribution is used by RPAC of New Jersey to support state and local political candidates. Until RPAC of New Jersey reaches its RPAC goal, 30% is sent to National RPAC to support federal candidates and is charged against your limits under 2 U.S.C. 441a; after RPAC of New Jersey reaches its RPAC goal it may elect to retain your entire contribution for use in supporting state and local candidates.
